A Message From Monte... 
 

Being Licensed Matters 
 
American Leak Detection - Sacramento has been providing leak detection services in the greater Sacramento 
area for more than 38 years, and in that time, we've seen a lot of other leak detection / plumbing 
"providers" come and go. One thing most of these "providers" have in common: they aren't licensed. And that's 
a problem...for you. 
 
In California, leak detection companies/plumbers are required to be licensed by the Contractor's State Licens-
ing Board (CSLB). To be licensed by the CSLB, businesses have to show proof of liability and worker's compen-
sation insurance. Anyone who contracts with -- or even refers -- an unlicensed provider may be financially 
responsible for any damages, including injuries, that occur on the job, regardless of how much they are 
charging for their service. 
 
Think about all of the things customers can and probably have complained about when they are even remote-
ly dissatisfied. Minor issues suddenly become very expensive, and when you work with an unlicensed leak de-
tection / plumbing provider, those minor issues become expensive not for them, but for you.  
 
So, before you even consider referring someone for a leak detection job, you should go to the CSLB website 
to see if they're licensed, simply provide the company name or the name of the owner. We would all like to 
take someone's word for it when they say they're licensed, but it's just not worth the risk. If you do become 
aware of someone operating without a license, it benefits everyone who follows the rules to report that per-

son to the CSLB.  

I know what you're going to say: the "providers" that are unlicensed are cheaper. But they're cheaper be-
cause they're not playing by the rules, and they're undercutting those of us who do. It takes a lot of 
knowledge, a lot of time, and a fair amount of money to get your CSLB license and retain it. Those that are 
willing to risk operating without a contractors license also risk working without paying for business liability and 
workers compensation insurance. People who are not willing to do that work, and who are more than willing to 
make you liable for their mistakes, should not be rewarded.  
 
This isn't about discouraging competition. We've been competing for your business for years, and we'll contin-
ue to work hard to earn your business again and again. We value your business, enough that we would never 
knowingly put you at risk, like unlicensed providers do every time they book a job.  
 
We remain grateful for your business and your partnership.
