*Keep your
engine tuned. Tun-
ing your engine ac-
cording to your
owners manual can
increase gas mileage
by an average of

four percent.

* Keep
your tires properly
inflated and
aligned. It can in-
crease gas mileage
up to three percent.

* Change
your oil. According
to the U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy
(DOE) and Envi-
ronmental Protec-
tion Agency (EPA),
you can improve
your gas mileage by
using the manufac-
turers recom-
mended grade of
motor oil. Motor oil
that says Energy
Conserving on the
performance sym-
bol of the American
Petroleum Institute
contains friction-
reducing additives
that can improve
fuel economy.
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*Check and
replace air filters
regularly. Replacing
clogged filters can
increase gas mileage
up to ten percent.
The last way I have
found was using a
GPS system in the
truck. It will not
only save time in
looking up new ad-
dresses, but it can
be set for the best
mileage as well.
